Recap:  

• Rev. 1:9- “I, John, your brother and companion in the tribulation and kingdom 

and patient endurance which are in Jesus, was on the island called Patmos, 

[exiled there] because of [my preaching of] the word of God [regarding eternal 

salvation] and the testimony of Jesus Christ.” 

• Was-(Greek)-ginomai- Something that takes you off guard. 

• A better translation: 

o “I find myself being on the Isle due to circumstances that I could not 

have predicted.” 

o John is totally taken by surprise, finding himself on the Isle of Patmos.  

• Become so effective in your witness that you get exiled. 

 

Revelation 1:10-I was in the Spirit on the Lord's day, and heard behind me a great 

voice, as of a trumpet,  

Note: The word “spirit” was not capitalized in the original Greek. The correct 

translation should read, 

“I came to find myself in spirit,” (In the Cave of the Revelation) 

Cave of the Apocalypse- In 1088, the Byzantine Emperor, gave the island of 

Patmos as a gift to the soldier and priest (monk), John Christodoulos. He 

establishes a Monastery in honor of John the Evangelist and to transform the Cave 

of the Apocalypse into a sacred place. 
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• This cave is believed to be the cave that John received the revelation of 

Christ. This is based on the findings of early researchers, not the absolute 

truth of the Word of God. 
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Understanding: Types and Shadows 

 

Tyos-(Greek)-means example. 

 

Biblical types and shadows are symbolic pictures of something that has not yet 

arrived.  

Example: Adam is a Type of Christ 

Romans 5:14- Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those 

who had not sinned according to the likeness of the transgression of Adam, who is 

a type of Him who was to come”. 

Shadow- A shadow has no substance; it is cast by something substantial. 

Rev. 1:10- “I was in the spirit…” 

Example: John is a Shadow 

Note: “One minute I am in time and in a split second I’m in another realm or 

dimension.” (Shadow of the Great catching away-Rapture of the Church)

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Key: “on the Lord’s day”-(Greek)-kuriakos- (has nothing to do with Jesus or 

Sabbath) 

Understanding: The word kuriakos was used in a ten-year period at this time. 

Used by the Emperor Domitian. 

• Domitian had declared himself, lord and god. 

• Domitian set aside one day of the month to be worship and he called it 

“kuriakos”. 

• On that day the entire Roman Empire had bowed down on their knees to 

worship and to offer sacrifices to Domitian. 

• The literal translation would have been, “on The Emperors Day”.  

Note: Searching out the scriptures for one’s self for Absolute Truth prevents 

heresy.  

• Saving Truth by Abdu Murray – The “Post-Truth” Age 
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• Do not throw away the absolute Word of God due to transliteration errors. 

• Take what you have been taught and receive more revelation from the Lord 

Himself through Holy Spirit, for He speaks to you uniquely (2 Timothy 

2:15).  

• Learn to discern the wisdom of God from the wisdom of man, for man’s 

wisdom is in opposition to God (Isaiah 55:6-9). 

 

 

Revelation 1:11 (NASB)- ‘saying, “Write in a book what you see, and send it to 

the seven churches: to Ephesus and to Smyrna and to Pergamum and to Thyatira 

and to Sardis and to Philadelphia and to Laodicea.’ ”  

 

Note: The Lord went in the in the order of the location of the 7 churches for His 

purpose to spread out His word to them. 
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“I TURNED TO SEE” 

 

Revelation 1:12-(NASB)- “Then I turned to see the voice that was speaking with 

me. And after turning I saw seven golden lampstands.” 

 

Question: Why did this terrify John?
